And I will bring you into the land which I swore to give to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob; I will give it to you for a possession. I am the LORD.'"
God is speaking to Moses and to the people of Israel – what is he saying to them?
Why was he saying this?

SUMMARY 

Throughout history men and women have tried hard to find meaning in their existence and their experience. Many have turned to religion while others have rejected it.
