BIBLE  REFLECTION






(John 3:16-21)
 Jesus said to Nicodemus, "For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life. Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him. Those who believe in him are not condemned; but those who do not believe are condemned already, because they have not believed in the name of the only Son of God. And this is the judgment, that the light has come into the world, and people loved darkness rather than light because their deeds were evil. For all who do evil hate the light and do not come to the light, so that their deeds may not be exposed. But those who do what is true come to the light, so that it may be clearly seen that their deeds have been done in God."
What is Jesus saying? Do you think Nicodemus understood what Jesus was saying to him? 
What is the light? What is the darkness?
What does “believe” mean in these verses? Does belief entail action?

SUMMARY 

The Good News is that God is in control of the world and he sent his Son to be with us always. 
We do not live together in peace, loving each other. Our world is full of sin, of hatred, of suffering, of injustice, of cruelty and is in need of saving.  Jesus the Son of Man came to seek out and save the lost who are full of sin. 
Jesus shows us what it is like to live in God. Through his death and resurrection we find salvation. Jesus doesn’t say “try harder” but invites us to live in light rather than darkness.
